The high-voltage system is automatically switched off in the event of accidents in which the
airbags and seat belt pretensioners trigger.

In all other cases, the high-voltage system should be deactivated as follows:

Option 1: High-voltage disconnect

The high-voltage disconnect is located in (1) Pull the release
the engine compartment on the (2) Push the release down
passenger side. (3) Pull out the switch
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Option 2: Alternative high-voltage disconnect

The alternative high-voltage disconnect is located under the cover of the fuse box in the cockpit on the driver’s side.

Remove the cover (1). Cut the cable at the marked point (2).

In order to ensure that there is no longer any residual voltage in the high-voltage system, wait approx. 20 seconds after switching
